The assessment will consist of portfolio evidence provided by the learner which could include, video and audio 
evidence, witness statements, practical observations and naturally occurring work-based evidence such as 
permits, Risk Assessments and Method Statements as well as recognition of prior learning undertaken by the 
learner.
